As we 

celebrate Easter let us instantly recognise Jesus in our lives, 

let him call us by name and let him reveal himself to us and 

work in our lives.

Draw a cross outline using white 

glue on paper (looks better on dark 

colours) and while the glue is wet 

cover it with salt.

Watch carefully as the colour 

spreads throughout the salt, 

transforming the edges of the cross.

Family Messy Eggs
